Project motivation 

  

According to the òEU high level group of experts on literacy. Final report,  2012ò,  
today, the EU is in a  literacy crisis,  since between  2000-2009, the level of  reading 
for pleasure has declined steadily. We, the citizens of Europe, must act both to raise 
awareness of the literacy crisis,and to find solutions.    
 
Many students from Europe have a hard time reading, writing, communicating orally. 
The fact that one in five students of 15 years old do not have enough reading skills is 
highlighted by the results from PISA. These students need to be supported to develop 
their skills in literacy. Across the EU, one child in five struggles to reach the level of 
reading that enables them to learn by the time they are adolescents. Figures range 
from a low of 8% struggling readers in Finland to more than 40% in Bulgaria and 
Romania.  
 
Teachers should receive more support in their efforts to raise the level of literacy 
among students (both during school hours and during school activities) to create a 
literate environment. All teachers teach reading and writing. All teachers, regardless 
their taught subject, may include among their lesson objectives other objectives related 
to literacy. But, to do this, teachers need to participate in programs and projects in this 
area. Improving teachersô teaching and learning skills will have a positive impact on 
raising the studentsô level of literacy.    

 

Target groups 

  
The target groups for the implementation of project activities are teachers and 14 to 19-year-

old- students.  
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Projectôs relevance 

  
Our project is relevant to the objectives of the Europe 2020 Strategy because the 
skills developed in the field of literacy facilitate learning, improve key skills 
necessary for lifelong learning. Teachers from different European countries will 
exchange experiences and best practices in literacy, will collaborate to develop 
educational materials useful in teaching and learning with students. 
 
Our project is intersected in at least two priority action (key competences, lifelong 
learning, languages) and the objectives of the action (basic skills, sustainable 
development). Our project is based on the transfer, development and 
implementation of practices in literacy skills among students. Our project aims at 
least one of the priorities set by the European Commission for strategic partnerships 
in school education on improving the educational outcomes and skills (basic skills) 
among students. 

  
The placement of the partner countries on the last positions in international tests 
(such as PISA) confirms the lack of literacy skills among students. Here arethe 
positions occupied by the partner countries at the PISA test 2012: Italy-32 Greece-
42nd, Turkey-43rd, Romania-44th, Bulgaria-46th.

ñStefan Procopiuò High School was founded in 1972.In 
our school there are about 130 teachers. Over 60% of our 
high school teachers are women. In 2014-2015 around 
2000 students have enrolled, 
 
"Stefan ProcopiuòHigh School was awarded "European 
School" 4 times (2004, 2007, 2010, 2013). This title is 
awarded every three years to the schools that run 
European projects. Our high school is among the seven 
schools in Romania which have obtained the certificate 
"European Schoolñ 4 times in a row. In the last two 
editions, our school ranked on 3rd and 2nd place 
respectively. Since 1999, our school has developed 
34European projects: 24 Leonardo da Vinci projects, 7 
multilateral partnerships Comenius, 3 partnerships 
Grundtvig.  
 
Our school has specific expertise and skills training for 
the following fields:  
Å Technology (computer technician, 

telecommunications, industrial robot controller, 
Electro, electrician, automotive electronics, CAD

The 5th   Senior High School is situated inside the park of the city of Aigaleo. Our school is an 
autonomous school building, twoïstorey high, founded in 1985.

On the first 
floor there is also a school library. On the ground floor there are two fully equipped 
laboratories for experiments related to Chemistry, Physics and Biology lessons. 
 
We have a 100-seat auditorium used for several occasions, such as national 
celebrations and theatrical performances.

           We have about 55 teachers and 900 students at school. There are three main buildings in our 

school.
